BACKGROUND: Statistics provided by the Government Accounting Office indicate women make up 7.7 percent of 

the veteran population and are expected to increase by 17 percent from 2008 to 2033. The 2009 Legislature passed 

House Bill 2718 to create a Task Force on Women Veterans’ Health Care (Task Force) and submit a report to the 

Legislature. The current number of women veterans utilizing their veterans’ benefits is 29 percent. The Task Force has 

identified benefits outreach and education to women veterans as a priority. 
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
