BACKGROUND:   Oregon State Treasurer Ben Westlund died Sunday March 7, 2010.  Because the primary election 

was scheduled for 72 days later, Tuesday May 18, 2010, the filing deadline, “70 days prior to the primary,” was two days 

after Treasurer Westlund’s death.  Had the provisions of HB 2433 been in effect, prospective candidates would have had 

an extra five days to file. 
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
