The task force is charged with finding feasibility of Internet
testimony and best practices for coordinating court schedules with public safety officers The Department of Corrections
is charged with providing staff support for the Task Force. Members are not compensated for their service, but will be
covered of expenses. The measure sunsets on February 4, 2013.
