BACKGROUND:  A Class B felony is punishable by a maximum of 10 years’ imprisonment, $250,000 fine, or both.  

The current classification, Class C, is punishable by a maximum of five years’ imprisonment, $125,000 fine, or both.  

The original criminal penalty was enacted in 1973. 
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
