BACKGROUND:  Current law prohibits an individual from possessing a firearm if they have been convicted of a 

felony or if they were found guilty of a felony except by reason of insanity. House Bill 3125 A would require an 

individual to attest to not having been convicted of a felony or found guilty of a felony except for insanity when applying 

for a hunting license, tag or permit.   
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
