BACKGROUND: The mission of the Oregon Board of Dentistry (the Board) is to protect the public by assuring that 

the citizens of Oregon receive the highest possible quality oral health care; and the goals of the Board are to protect 

the public from unsafe, incompetent or fraudulent practitioners and to encourage licensees to practice safely and 

competently in the best interests of their patients. 

 

Currently, practicing dentistry without a license is a Class A misdemeanor, House Bill 3230 increases that violation to 

a Class C felony. 
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
