WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Specifies that new or increased state agency fees adopted following adjournment
sine die of a regular session of the Legislative Assembly will be rescinded on adjournment sine die of the next regular
session unless authorized by legislation. Declares an emergency, effective on passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Through a constitutional amendment in 2010, the Legislative Assembly now meets in regular
session every year, not just odd-numbered years. Under current statute, fees established or raised during the interim are
not rescinded until the next following odd-numbered year. House Bill 3487 adjusts the dates for when new or increased
agency fees are rescinded to reflect annual session.
