BACKGROUND: A person commits criminal trespass in the second degree if the person unlawfully enters property or 

a vehicle or unlawfully remains in a vehicle or on the premises (ORS 164.245). Criminal trespass in the second degree is 

a Class C misdemeanor. Theft in the first degree is a Class C felony.     
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
