EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Mabile Training Units (MTUSs) provide the mandated continuing education for certified volunteer
Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel in Oregon’s rural communities. The MTUs, rural ambulance and first
response agencies provide the 9-1-1 services in rural Oregon communities.

Due to Oregon’s budget situation, funding was eliminated for the two MTUs, House Bill 3580 is requesting $300,000
for one MTU to maintain rural EMS training and annual recertification for 2011-13.
