BACKGROUND: House Bill 3613-A clarifies the roles of the Department of Environmental Quality and the
Department of Agriculture in regulating water quality pollution for non-point sources of pollution. The measure does not
take any authority in regulating total maximum daily loads from the Department of Environmental Quality or the
Environmental Quality Commission.
