BACKGROUND: Corporal Philip Chester Bellefeuille was a member of the Fighting Fourth Marine Division in World
War Il. He participated in the invasions of five islands in the Pacific, including Saipan, where he took shrapnel in his
leg. He received the Purple Heart for his service in Saipan. The Fighting Fourth Marine Division was decimated by
casualties fighting in lwo Jima. Philip Chester Bellefeuille was an active participant in numerous veterans’ groups and
helped found the Bend Band of Brothers. Philip Chester Bellefeuille passed away March 6, 2010, and House Concurrent

Resolution 15 honors his service to his country.
