Schnitzer has been awarded a Doctor of Humane Letters by Portland State University, the Distinguished Service Award
by the University of Oregon, the Aubrey Watzek Award by Lewis & Clark College, the Portland First Citizen Award for
1995, the Outstanding Philanthropist Award from the National Society of Fundraising Executives, and an honorary
doctorate degree from the Pacific Northwest College of Art. A comprehensive review of Harold Schnitzer’s legacy
appeared in The Oregonian on April 27, 2011.
