BACKGROUND:  In 2009, James Zimmerman, Veterans Health Administration, made a presentation before the House 

Veterans Affairs and Emergency Preparedness Committee (Committee). The philosophy of the Veterans Health 

Administration is to place veterans who require long term care in the least restrictive environment, preferably at home or 

in community based systems. The United States Department of Veterans’ Affairs funding for community-based long 

term care is insufficient. House Joint Memorial 15 urges Congress to pay for veterans’ care in community based 

systems. 
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
