BACKGROUND: The Oregon Telephone Assistance Program is one of three telecommunication assistance programs 

under the Residential Service Protection Fund, which was enacted by the 1987 Legislative Assembly to assure that 

adequate, affordable residential telecommunication service is available to all citizens of Oregon. Those who qualify for 

the program can receive at a maximum reduction of $13.50 from their monthly bill for local residential telephone service 

or cellular service. 
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
