BACKGROUND: Oregon Revised Statutes 701.005 defines residential and commercial structures. The Construction
Contractors Board states that these definitions cover main structures on a property but do not cover minor structures built
on the same property. Oregon Administrative Rules 812-002-0040 defines ‘appurtenance’ as any accessory
improvement to real estate associated with a structure.
