WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:  Senate Bill 224 modifies certain provisions relating to regulation of physician 

assistants. Requires that physician assistant enter into a practice agreement with a supervising physician that enumerates 

a number of items related to the scope of practice of the physician assistant and acknowledges that a violation of laws or 

regulations governing the practice of medicine may subject the physician assistant and supervising physician or 

supervising physician organization to disciplinary actions.
