BACKGROUND: Senate Bill 259-A defines “motor carrier transportation contract” as any written agreement for the
transportation of personal property for compensation or hire, entry on real property for the purpose of packing, loading,
unloading or transporting personal property for compensation or hire, or any service incidental to such activity including,
but not limited to, storage of personal property for compensation or hire. Senate Bill 259-A prohibits indemnification
provisions in motor carrier transportation contracts.
