EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: A private hunting preserve license, issued by the Department of Fish and Wildlife (Department),
authorizes a licensee to shoot, or permit to be shot, certain legally propagated upland game birds that the Department
has determined may be hunted upon the property for which the license is issued.
