EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Defines date of tax credit extension to January 1, 2018. 

 

 

BACKGROUND: The credit against corporation or personal income taxes is available to taxpayers for certified 

contributions to the Oregon Production Investment Fund. The purpose of the credit is to provide a financing 

mechanism for the Fund, which is used to recruit film and television projects to Oregon. The current tax credit it set to 

expire January 1, 2012. 
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
