Oregonians.  Nearly 100,000 people are newly diagnosed with lupus each year, the great majority of whom are women 

of childbearing age.  Lupus also is more prevalent among African Americans, Hispanics, Native Americans, and Asians.  

Thousands of people die from lupus each year because a cure remains elusive. 
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
