 • No affect on current restrictions in Oregon’s Constitution, Code of Judicial Conduct, Government Ethics  

  Commission, or the Judicial Department’s human resource policies 

 • Difficulty recruiting and retaining part-time magistrates 

 

 

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT:  No amendment. 

 

 

BACKGROUND:  Senate Bill 391 comes from the Oregon Judicial Department.  Magistrates are currently prohibited 

from any other employment for pay, which negatively impacts recruitment and retention. 
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
