BACKGROUND: Senate Bill 957-A creates a subaccount within the Oregon Department of Justice Operating Account;
moneys received by the Department of Justice from officers, departments, boards and commissions are deposited into
the subaccount. The measure authorizes the Attorney General, with the approval of the Director of the Department of
Administrative Services, to transfer from the subaccount to the General Fund any amount determined by the Department
to be unneeded to meet the responsibilities imposed on the Department under the current biennial budget or under any
laws governing the Department.
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
