A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to externality pricing.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Department of Environmental Quality shall undertake a study of

externality pricing, focusing on subsidies that promote and encourage energy efficiency in

public and private buildings. The department shall report the results of the study to the

Seventy-seventh Legislative Assembly.

SECTION 2. This 2011 Act is repealed on January 2, 2014.
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
