SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires that if proceeds of general obligation bonds issued under Article XI-P, Oregon Consti-
tution, are used for construction, improvement, remodeling, equipping, maintenance or repair of
building of school district, building of school district that is constructed, improved, remodeled,
equipped, maintained or repaired must qualify for, at minimum, LEED Silver certification or equiv-
alent standard.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to school districts.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) As used in this section:

(a) “LEED” means the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design rating system

for certification of energy efficient and environmentally sustainable buildings established by

the United States Green Building Council.

(b) “LEED Silver” means the second of four tiers of standards for certification in the

LEED rating system.

(2) If general obligation bonds are issued under Article XI-P of the Oregon Constitution,

and proceeds from the bonds are used for the construction, improvement, remodeling,

equipping, maintenance or repair of a building of a school district, the building of the school

district that is constructed, improved, remodeled, equipped, maintained or repaired must

qualify for, at a minimum, LEED Silver certification or an equivalent standard.
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
