SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires unemployment insurance division to encourage volunteering and make information
about volunteering opportunities available.
Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to volunteering; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The unemployment insurance division of the Employment Department shall:

(1) Collect information about volunteering opportunities in this state.

(2) Make information about volunteering opportunities available to individuals and enti-
ties that contact the division.

(3) Program the division’s interactive voice response phone system to encourage volun-
teering.

(4) Update the division’s Internet webpage on the website of the Employment Department
to encourage volunteering and provide links to volunteering opportunities.

SECTION 2. This 2011 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2011 Act takes effect

on its passage.
