SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires health care facilities and insurers offering health plans to post to public website names
of and background information and electronic mail addresses for members of boards of directors of
facilities and insurers.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to transparency of governance.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2011 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 441.015 to

441.063.

SECTION 2. (1) A health care facility that is governed by a board of directors and that

is licensed by the Oregon Health Authority or the Department of Human Services shall post

to the facility’s public website a roster of the members of the board of directors of the fa-

cility and, for each member, background information and an electronic mail address. The

electronic mail address may be a business address.

(2) The authority or the department may specify by rule the background information that

must be posted to the website.

SECTION 3. Section 4 of this 2011 Act is added to and made a part of the Insurance Code.

SECTION 4. (1) An insurer offering a health benefit plan as defined in ORS 743.730 or

group health insurance shall post to the insurer’s public website a roster of the members

of the board of directors of the insurer and, for each member, background information and

an electronic mail address. The electronic mail address may be a business address.

(2) The Department of Consumer and Business Services may specify by rule the back-

ground information that must be posted to the website.
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
