SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Imposes deadline for Department of Consumer and Business Services or municipality adminis-
tering and enforcing building inspection program to take final action on building permit application.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to building permit applications.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2011 Act is added to and made a part of ORS chapter 455.

SECTION 2. The Department of Consumer and Business Services or a municipality that
administers and enforces a building inspection program under ORS 455.148 or 455.150 shall
take final action on a building permit application no later than one year after the date that
the department or municipality receives the application and payment for all fees and sur-
charges applicable to the application. However, if the department or municipality sends no-
tice to the applicant specifying additional information that is necessary to allow processing
of the building permit application, the one-year deadline for taking final action on the appli-
cation is tolled pending the receipt of the specified additional information.

SECTION 3. Section 2 of this 2011 Act applies to building permit applications that are
filed on or after the effective date of this 2011 Act.
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
