Declares state policy regarding development, generation and use of power.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to power.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. It is the policy of the State of Oregon to encourage, enable and foster the
development, generation and use of all types of power, including but not limited to hydro-
electric power, nuclear power, power from clean coal, power from forest biomass resources

and other forms of power made available by emerging technology.
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
