A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to mandatory workplace communications to employee about employer’s opinions; repealing

ORS 659.780 and 659.785.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 659.780 and 659.785 are repealed.
