SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure.

Requires applicant for license, tag or permit to hunt wildlife with firearms to attest that appli-
cant is not prohibited from possessing firearm because person is convicted felon [and has not]
or has been found guilty except for insanity.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to wildlife.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. (1) As used in this section, “hunt” and “wildlife” have the meanings given
those terms in ORS 496.004.
(2) Each application for the issuance of a license, tag or permit to hunt wildlife with
firearms under the wildlife laws shall include the following statement to which the applicant

shall attest prior to the issuance of any license, tag or permit to the applicant:

I am not a convicted felon who is prohibited from possessing a firearm under the laws
of Oregon or the United States; and
I am not a person who has been found guilty except for insanity of a felony and who is

prohibited from possessing a firearm under the laws of Oregon or the United States.
