SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Prohibits sale of certain flavored smokeless tobacco products that resemble or are marketed as
candy.

Punishes violation by fine of at least $100 and not more than $720.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to smokeless tobacco products.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) A person may not sell or distribute a smokeless tobacco product that:

(a) Is flavored;

(b) Is designed to dissolve in the mouth of the user; and

(c) Resembles or is marketed as a candy product.

(2) Violation of this section is a Class A violation and the court shall impose a fine of not

less than $100.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2011 Act applies to sales and distributions of smokeless

tobacco products on or after the effective date of this 2011 Act.
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
