SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Prohibits retail store that sells tobacco from operating powered machine that rolls cigarettes
or allowing customer to operate powered machine that rolls cigarettes. Punishes violation by maxi-
mum of one year’s imprisonment, $6,250 fine, or both.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to roll-your-own tobacco machines.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. (1) As used in this section, “cigarette” has the meaning given that term in
ORS 323.010.
(2) A retail store that sells tobacco may not operate a powered machine that rolls ciga-
rettes or allow customers to operate a powered machine that rolls cigarettes.

(3) Violation of subsection (2) of this section is a Class A misdemeanor.
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
