Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, and in addition to any action

taken by the Emergency Board, the authorized appropriations and expenditure limitations

for the biennium beginning July 1, 2009, for the Department of Human Services are changed

by the amounts specified:
