Requires Department of Corrections to negotiate agreement with state that withdraws from
Interstate Compact for Adult Offender Supervision.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to the Interstate Compact for Adult Offender Supervision; amending ORS 144.603.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. ORS 144.603 is amended to read:
144.603. If a state withdraws from the Interstate Compact for Adult Offender Supervision as
provided in Article XII (a) of the compact, the Department of Corrections [may] shall negotiate an
agreement with the withdrawing state to fulfill the purposes of ORS 144.600.
