SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure.

[Authorizes trial court to consider defendant’s fitness to proceed by reason of incapacity at any
stage of criminal proceeding.]

Creates crime of aiding another person to commit suicide. Punishes by maximum 10
years’ imprisonment, $250,000 fine, or both.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to crime; creating new provisions; amending ORS 131.602; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2011 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 163.160 to
163.208.

SECTION 2. (1) A person commits the crime of aiding another person to commit suicide
if the person intentionally sells or transfers any substance or object to another person
knowing that the other person intends to use the substance or object to commit suicide.

(2) This section does not apply to a person:

(a) Acting pursuant to a court order, an advance directive or power of attorney for
health care pursuant to ORS 127.505 to 127.660 or a POLST, as defined in ORS 127.663;

(b) A person withholding or withdrawing life-sustaining procedures or artificially admin-
istered nutrition and hydration pursuant to ORS 127.505 to 127.660; or

(c) A person acting in accordance with the provisions of ORS 127.800 to 127.897.

(3) Aiding another person to commit suicide is a Class B felony.

SECTION 3. ORS 131.602 is amended to read:
