On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “crime;” delete the rest of the line and insert “cre-
ating new provisions; amending ORS 131.602; and declaring an emergency.”.

Delete lines 4 through 30 and delete pages 2 through 4 and insert:

“SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2011 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 163.160 to
163.208.

“SECTION 2. (1) A person commits the crime of aiding another person to commit suicide

if the person intentionally sells or transfers any substance or object to another person
knowing that the other person intends to use the substance or object to commit suicide.

“(2) This section does not apply to a person:

“(a) Acting pursuant to a court order, an advance directive or power of attorney for
health care pursuant to ORS 127.505 to 127.660 or a POLST, as defined in ORS 127.663;

“(b) A person withholding or withdrawing life-sustaining procedures or artificially ad-
ministered nutrition and hydration pursuant to ORS 127.505 to 127.660; or

“(c) A person acting in accordance with the provisions of ORS 127.800 to 127.897.

“(3) Aiding another person to commit suicide is a Class B felony.

“SECTION 3. ORS 131.602 is amended to read:
