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SB 1550
Eliminates affirmative defense exempting concealed handgun licensees from crime applicable
to possession of firearm or other instrument used as dangerous weapon, while on school
grounds.

SB 1551
Eliminates affirmative defense exempting concealed handgun licensees from crime applicable
to possession of firearm or other instrument used as dangerous weapon, while in public
building or on grounds adjacent to public building.

SB 1574
Directs Department of State Police to identify states that recognize Oregon concealed
handgun licenses and that impose eligibility requirements for issuing concealed handgun
licenses that are substantially similar to Oregon requirements.
