SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Superintendent of Public Instruction to provide specified information for purpose of as-
sisting school districts and high schools in increasing availability of advanced placement courses.

Takes effect on July 1, 2012.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to accelerated college credit programs; and prescribing an effective date.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. For the purpose of assisting school districts and high schools in increasing

the availability of advanced placement courses, the Superintendent of Public Instruction

shall ensure that:

(1) Information about resources and the various means for offering or providing access

to advanced placement courses is published on the website of the Department of Education

and is updated annually; and

(2) Each high school that offers or provides access to advanced placement courses in four

or fewer subjects is contacted annually and is provided with information about resources and

the various means for offering or providing access to advanced placement courses.

SECTION 2. This 2012 Act takes effect on July 1, 2012.
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
