On page 3 of the printed bill, delete lines 28 through 36 and insert:

“SECTION 4. ORS 471.675 is amended to read:

“471.675. [No person shall] A person may not forcibly resist lawful arrest, or by physical con-
tact recklessly interfere with an investigation of any infringement of the Liquor Control Act [or the
Oregon Distilled Liquor Control Act] or with any lawful search or seizure being made by [an officer
or inspector of the Oregon Liquor Control Commission, when such person knows or should know that
such acts are being performed by an officer or inspector of the commission.] a peace officer or a li-
quor enforcement inspector if the person knows or should know that the investigation,

search or seizure is being performed by a peace officer or liquor enforcement inspector.”.
