FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: For purposes of unemployment insurance benefits, includes in definition of 
"employment" service performed by leaseholder in operation of passenger motor vehicle operated as taxicab or 
operated for nonemergency medical transportation.
 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: For purposes of exclusion of service performed in operation of certain vehicles from 
definition of "employment" under unemployment compensation law, removes requirement that service be performed 
for entity operated by board of owner-operators elected by members of entity.
