FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Establishes Office of Small Business Assistance in Office of Secretary of State for 
purpose of facilitating interactions between small businesses and state agencies with regulatory authority over small 
businesses.
 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Authorizes person with legal estate in real property to evict person in possession of 
real property under lease or rental agreement for conduct that causes place to be nuisance. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Urges United States Department of State and United States Department of Justice to 
emphasize protecting intellectual property rights and to provide training and guidance to diplomatic and law 
enforcement personnel stationed overseas to enable personnel to serve as effective advocates for and enforcers of 
intellectual property rights.
