HB 2429
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires that public bodies develop and implement policies for securely removing
personal information from digital data storage devices and other electronic data storage devices before selling,
donating, recycling or otherwise disposing of device.

HB 2829
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Allows counties to choose methods of publishing schedule of expenditures and notice
of publication of schedule of expenditures.

HB 2914
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Increases amount of money and goods that person may find without giving notice to
county clerk.
