HB 3168

by which certain qualified entities and authorized agencies conduct criminal records checks for purposes other than
criminal justice.
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HB 3172
Requires seller of real property to obtain septic system evaluation report and provide copies to Department of
Environmental Quality and to each buyer that makes written offer to purchase.

Requires use of electronic fingerprint capture technology for purposes of conducting criminal records checks not
related to administration of criminal justice system.
