Requires beneficiary under residential trust deed to request resolution conference with grantor for purposes of 
negotiating foreclosure avoidance measure, unless beneficiary is eligible to claim exemption from requirement. 

Adds specifications for service contracts and vehicle protection products that are subject to regulation. 

Allows State Parks and Recreation Director to enter into agreements with private, nonprofit organizations under 
which organizations solicit gifts, grants and donations for State Parks and Recreation Department. 

Makes laws regulating restaurants and bed and breakfast facilities applicable to public bodies and to public 
corporations exempted from definition of public body. 
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
