FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Allows student or parent or legal guardian of student to request in writing that student 
not participate in mental health screening conducted for all students in specified grade or classroom. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Directs Teacher Standards and Practices Commission to require applicant for first-time
license or registration as teacher, or applicant for renewal of license or registration as teacher, to provide evidence of 
current certification in cardiopulmonary resuscitation. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires school district boards to allow certain medications to be kept in student's 
classroom if requested by student's parent or guardian.
