FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Directs Environmental Quality Commission to consider economic factors when 
adopting certain rules related to alternative sewage disposal systems. 

Requires State Department of Energy to conduct study of potential eligibility of energy projects for allowance of tax 
credits under Oregon Low Income Community Jobs Initiative. 

Provides that Director of Department of State Lands may adopt rules for authorization of certain renewable energy 
facilities or devices within Oregon's territorial sea. 
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
