HB 2271
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires coordinated care organization to provide oral health care through contracts
with dental care organizations unless no dental care organization provides care in geographic area served by
coordinated care organization.

HB 2272
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Specifies that dental care organizations are major components of health care delivery
system and thus must be part of governance structure of coordinated care organization.

HB 2273
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires Oregon Health Authority to continue to contract with dental care
organizations to serve medical assistance recipients.
