CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/15/2013 AGENDA: Requires insurer that provides coverage of ambulance care 
and transportation to indemnify provider of ambulance care and transportation directly. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/15/2013 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Health Authority to take specified steps to 
enroll in qualified health plan person who loses eligibility for medical assistance. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/15/2013 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Health Insurance Exchange Corporation 
and Oregon Educators Benefit Board to reach agreement on plans offered through exchange to educators. 

Authorizes pharmacy to perform certain tests and examinations if pharmacy obtains waiver from United States 
Department of Health and Human Services and complies with applicable federal regulations. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to adopt standards and procedures to certify specified mental health providers to 
qualify for insurance reimbursement.
