FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires Oregon Health Authority to maintain list of designated high priority 
chemicals of concern for children's health used in children's products. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Provides that health care provider that participates in coordinated care organization is 
not liable for acts or omissions of other health care providers participating in same coordinated care organization. 

Provides that evidence relating to informed consent is admissible in certain medical liability actions. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to adopt dispute resolution process to resolve disputes involving termination, 
extension or renewal of contract between health care entity and coordinated care organization. 

Removes medical assistance from definition of "public assistance" and conforms applicable statutes to reflect 
definitional change. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to report to Legislative Assembly on needed changes to private health option 
component of Health Care for All Oregon Children program. 

Aligns Oregon health insurance law with changes in federal law.
