CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2013 AGENDA: Requires covered entities to report annually on system 
safeguards for protecting confidentiality of individually identifiable health information. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2013 AGENDA: Prohibits cost-sharing for health services, medications and 
supplies medically necessary for management of diabetes during pregnancy and for six weeks postpartum. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2013 AGNEDA: Establishes Traditional Health Workers Commission within 
Oregon Health Authority to adopt by rule criteria and descriptions for coordinated care organizations to use with 
respect to health workers who are not licensed by this state and training and education requirements for those 
workers. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2013 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Health Authority to conduct study or 
contract with third party to study and recommend best option for financing health care in state. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Imposes restrictions on issuance of marijuana grow site registration cards under 
Oregon Medical Marijuana Act. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Directs Oregon Health Authority to establish registration system for medical 
marijuana facilities for transferring usable marijuana from registry identification cardholders, designated primary 
caregivers of registry identification cardholders or marijuana grow sites to medical marijuana facilities and from 
medical marijuana facilities to registry identification cardholders or designated primary caregivers of registry 
identification cardholders.
